Overnight School Trip

Participant’s Contract

In order to take part in a Beaconsfield High School overnight school trip all participants must show that they understand their responsibilities within the trip and as such, exhibit mature and responsible behaviour at all times.
The participant and their parent/guardian are asked to sign this contract saying that they accept the following conditions and agree to respect the guidelines set by the teachers/group leaders/tour guides, Beaconsfield High School and the Lester B Pearson School Board.
Logistics:

1. The participant and their parent must warrant that they are not suffering from any contagious illness and that they are able to participate in the trip.

2. Beaconsfield High School and the Lester B. Pearson School Board may not be held responsible for any bodily injury, loss or damage to personal property suffered by the participant during the trip, unless such injury, damage or loss is the direct and sole result of proven negligence on the part of Beaconsfield High School. 
3. In the event of the need for emergency medical attention or evacuation, the parent/guardian will assume responsibility for any costs arising out of the emergency situation. 

4. It is the responsibility of the parent/guardian to obtain appropriate travel and medical insurance for their child and to provide a copy to the school. 

5. If the participant fails to take part in the trip without sufficient cause the parent/guardian will be held liable for costs incurred. 
6. Beaconsfield High School is authorized to have and use any photographs, slides or videotapes of the participant, deemed appropriate by the Principal, as may be needed for publication in the yearbook, annual report, etc. 
Behaviour:

1. Participants will attend all organized group activities and may not leave the site of any activity without the permission of the group leaders/organizers. Non-participatory or anti-social behaviour is not acceptable

2. As per the Field Trip Policy of the Lester B. Pearson School Board, possession or use of alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs or drug paraphernalia will not be tolerated and may result in immediate dismissal from the trip at the discretion of the group leaders and the school administration. Any expenses incurred because of the dismissal will be the responsibility of the participant’s parent/ guardian. The cost includes sending a participant home with a chaperone, if necessary, and the return of the chaperone to the group.

3. Any participants found to be involved in other illegal activities (e.g. shoplifting, vandalism, etc.) will also receive severe consequences, as outlined in the School Board Safe School Policy and the BHS Code of Conduct. Should the authorities be involved, participants will be subject to the law of the area they are visiting.

4. Intentional behavior that puts the participant themselves or other participants at emotional or physical risk may result in immediate dismissal from the trip at the discretion of the group leaders and the school administration. Any expenses incurred because of the dismissal will be the responsibility of the participant’s parent or guardian. The cost includes sending a participant home with a chaperone, if necessary, and the return of the chaperone to the group.
5. Visitors i.e. people not belonging to the BHS group, are not permitted in a participant’s room at any time.
6. Participants must respect other guests, employees and property of the installations they are using and display orderly conduct at all times.

7. Members of the opposite sex are not permitted in a participant’s room after the designated curfew.

8. Students must travel in groups at all times.
9. Participants must adhere to all curfews as set by the school authorities.

In addition, if any students contravene the above mentioned rules, they may lose the privilege of participating in other student activities that year, which at the grade 11 level, may include the Grad Ball.
